Why do we need a community network?

Over the past few years community organisations have said they want to come together with a collective voice.  This was backed up when in 2006 people in Slough took part in a survey that was organised by the Race Equality Council called the Additional Support Progarmme.  Some people who were interviewed said that they felt they did not have influence over decisions that were made in Slough.

Through a series of events, Slough Community Network will provide opportunities for you to come and prioritise what you think are important for Slough and feed into decision makers.  The purpose of the network has been decided by community groups at Make Sure You’re Heard in 2007.

What is the purpose of Slough Community Network?

· To provide opportunities for Slough’s community groups to have a collective voice and influence decisions in Slough
· To provide a safe place for sharing ideas and information and joint working between voluntary and community groups
· To gain recognition that the third sector has importance 

· To provide feedback to groups from decision makers
· To provide training opportunities for members to build skills

· To enable voluntary and community groups of all sizes to participate in Slough Strategic Partnership and it’s supporting structures
